Pro ochranuryzovist zlata a obchodnich stezek
na fece Otave bylo ve 13. stoleti Ceskymi krali
zalozeno sidlo, jemuz dal zlatonosny pisek
jméno. Spojitost s timto materidlem si mésto
pfipomina kazdoroc¢ni akci Sochy z pisku
v Pisku. Novodoba tradice vznikla v roce 2007,
kdy byla poprvé vystavéna tato ojedinéla
galerie pod Sirym nebem. Dila maji kazdy rok
svou tématickou linku. Autorem prvnich soch
byl FrantiSek Balek a studenti, od r. 2011 pak
Josef Faltus, Jifi KaSpar, Marian MarSalek a
jejich kolegové.

Na stavbu kazdé 3metrove sochy se spotrebuje
12 tun jemného Stukového pisku. Krome vody
a povrchové Upravy potravinarskym lepidlem
neobsahuji sochy zadné dalsi prfimeési. Diky
kvalitnimu technologickému postupu je
po vyschnuti neohrozi dést ani kroupy. Sochy
proto zdobi naplavku Otavy pod Kamennym
mostem obvykle az do zacatku adventu.

In order to protect the gold placer-mining sites
and trade routes on the Otava river, the Czech
kings established a seat in the 13" century,
named after the gold-bearing sand. The
town commemorates the connection with
this material with the annual event in Pisek,
called "Sand sculptures in Pisek”. The modern
tradition originated in 2007, when this unique
open-air gallery was first built. The works
have their own theme every year. The author
of the first sculptures was FrantiSek Balek and
students, and Josef Faltus, Jifi Kaspar, Marian
Marsalek and their colleagues since 2011.

12 tons of fine stucco sand are used to build
each 3-metre-high sculpture. Apart fromwater
and surface treatment with food glue, the
sculptures do not contain any other additives.
They are not endangered by rain or hail after
drying thanks to a high-quality technological
process. The sculptures therefore decorate
the Otava embankment under the Stone
Bridge, usually until the beginning of Advent.
